for a duration of three years. On completion of the tenure,
the Government of India have now decided to reconstitute
the Beekeeping Development Board under the Department
of Agriculture and Cooperation,

(ix) Chairman, Khadi and Village Industries Commis-
sion.

(x) Financial Adviser, Department of Agriculture and
Cooperation.

(xi) Executive Director, National Horticulture Board,
(xii) (a) Representative of Government of Bihar.

(b) Representative of Government of Himachal
Pradesh.

(xiii) (a) Shri.T. Murugan,
P.O. Kariparai,

3. The terms of reference of the Board would be as
under :—

1. To Coordinate, promote, sponsor and support research,
extension and development programme in beekeeping
in the country us an essential input for agricultural
production. '

2. To promote and assist in infrastractural development
for post harvest handling, processing and marketing
including export of honey and its products.

3. To advise the Government on policy matters involved
in promotion of beekeeping and related activities in
country.

4. The tenure of the Board will be for three years
and thereafter it will he reconstituted.

5. The Board will work in unison with the other
agencies viz. Ministry of Small Scale Industry, Minis-
try of Food Processing Industry and Agricultural and
Processed Food Exports Development Authority
(APEDA).

6. The Government of India may make suitable changes
in the composition and terms of reference etc, of
the Board, if required.

ORDER

ORDERED that a copy of the Resolution be communicated
to all State Governments, Administration of Union Terri-
tories and the Ministries of the Government of India,
Planning Commission, Cabinet Secretariat, Prime Minister's
Office, Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha Secretariat.

ORDERED also that the Resolution be published in the
Gazette of India for general information.

Municipal, District Board,
Local Board, Cantonment Board
and Union Board, Hospitals
or dispensaries and also Medical
Officers of units public Sector
Undertaking both state and
Central.

(ii) Civil Surgeon & Medical
Officers in the employment
of Government, enjoying the
status, not lower than that of
a Civil Surgeon.
